CLASSES UPON PAYMENT OF A $10 REGISTRATI ON FEE.  PARTICIPANTS IN THE FOLLOWING CLASSES ARE EXEM PTED

FROM  THE REQUIREM ENTS OF THIS RULE:  LEADLINE, EXHIBITIONS, GAM ES AND RACES, BEGINNER, PRE-

BEGINNER, SHORT STIRRUP, AND BABY GREEN.  (SEE ALSO THJA BYLAWS, SEC 1,H).

Important THJA rule change!!!  Effecive 7/1/2007 membership and horse registrations must be done
prior to the START of a horse show in order for them to be effective at that horse show.  You can no

longer register yourself or a horse prior to the END of a show and have it effective for that show.

CenTex. All riders participating in CenTex point classes must be members of the Central Texas Hunter
& Jumper Association or must join at that show. Al l riders must be a current CenTex member, and all
membership information (including birthdate) must be complete, or points will not be counted.

2. regi st r at i on
Preregistration. Preregistration for any of the 3 shows requires no money and no obligation (if canceling,
please call 512-924-8562). Stall requests must be made by 6 PM. the Thursday prior to each show.
These may be made by email, phone, or through mailing entries (preferred).
Numbers may be picked up ONLY i f 1) entry fees are paid or an open check has been left in the
office, AND 2) entry blanks are COMPLETED.
Add/Scratch Pol icy. All  adds and scratches must be made in writing before the end of the appl icable
class(es). Exhibitors showing in classes without fil ling out an add slip will  be charged a $3.00 post
entry fee for each class. Exhibitors failing to fil l out a scratch form will be charged for the applicable
class(es).

One entry blank may be used if registering for one or more of these three shows.

Fai thful Exhibi tor Discount. Rider/horse combinations showing in all 3 shows will receive a $15
credit on their entries at the Summer Circuit Championship Show Thursday before the show.

Any act of discourtesy or disobedience to the judges or any show officials on the part of owner,
manager, trainer, coach, rider, or groom shal l  disquali fy the horse, and the owner shal l  forfei t his
entry and other fees. This includes failure to keeps dogs on a leash or otherwise confined.

CenTex members are encouraged to discuss their views with the Ring Committee.

5. award s
THJA-designated classes (THJA) are recognized by the Texas Hunter and Jumper Association. THJA
points will be awarded to riders/horses eligible for these points. No points will be counted toward THJA
Annual Awards until membership dues have been paid and horses have been registered with the THJA.
CenTex-designated classes (CT) are recognized by the Central Texas Hunter & Jumper Association.
Riders must be CenTex members to compete in these classes.  CenTex points will be awarded to all
horses and riders in these classes.

Ci rcui t Award Points will be awarded in classes in all 3 circuit shows as described on next page. No
membership or registration is necessary!
Champion and Reserve Titles. All  Hunter and Jumper division titles shall be awarded in accordance
with current USEF rules.



Ties in Jumper Classes. Jump-offs for fi rst place only. Ties for all other places will  be determined by
the fastest time in the first round among those with equal faults.  Ties for Champion or Reserve will
remain tied.
Placing in Junior or Pony Equi tation Classes. Points for Junior, Adult, ChildrenÕs or Pony Equitation
classes will be credi ted in accordance with the rules of the THJA.

Prizes. A trophy and 6 ribbons will be awarded in all classes. Prize money will  be mailed to exhibitors
within three weeks after the show or credited when settling account.

Management reserves the
right to close classes before all entries have ridden i f it deems i t necessary in order to run the show in a
timely manner.

A veterinarian and a farrier will be on call. Their phone numbers will be posted near the show office.

9. coggi n s test
